Please sign and date your
child’s reading record at least once per week to indicate that they have read at home. If you have any questions,
please feel free to speak to any of the Year 5 team.

Mathematics: Place Value; Addition, Subtraction, Multiplication and Division; Fractions and Measurement.

Writing: This term we will be using the following books in class to support your child’s writing skills.
e Star of Fear, Star of Hope by Jo Hoestlandt - Flashback story/ non-chronological report
e (Can we save the tiger? by Martin Jenkins - Information. Explanation and Persuasion/ Recount: diary

Composition
Use organisational features in our writing to guide the reader such as paragraphs, headings, subheadings and bullet
points. Evaluate and edit our writing thinking about the grammar, vocabulary and punctuation used.
Handwriting and Presentation
To continue to develop our handwriting making sure it is legible and joined correctly.
Spoken Language:
Build on the contributions of others after considering and valuing different viewpoints appropriate communication.
Grammar:
e Know all word classes
Understand the purpose of expanded noun phrases
e Use passive verbs
e Use colons to introduce a list
Spelling:
e Word list—Years5and 6
e Adding -ed, -ing, -er, -est, -en to words with more than one syllable (Y3/4)
e Adding suffixes beginning with vowel letters to words ending in -fer
e Words containing the letter string ough
Reading: This term we will be using the following books in class.

e Into the Jungle by Katherine Rundell
Children in Year 5 still benefit from being read to and listened to regularly. Please share books together at home.
Comprehension

e identifying and discussing themes and conventions in and across a wide range of writing
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e developing inference, retrieval and summarising skills within our reading.

Home Learning: Home learning will be set each week on Thursdays via Google Classroom. Each week, children will be
given:

Some tasks will be paper-based, while others will be set
through our online learning platform, IXL. Please make sure all home learning is finished and handed in by the
following Thursday. If it isn’t completed, your child will be given time at school to complete it. We encourage the
children to take responsibility for their own learning and do their best to complete it on time.
